advantage of this, a network of valves, pipes, tubes and
emitters has to be installed. With this irrigation method,
water is delivered in small amounts, at short intervals,
directly to the roots of the plants through plastic drains.
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Water is not used properly through the surface irrigation
used traditionally in the country because most of the water
that should be available to the plants gets wasted by seeping
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through drip irrigation, which provides appropriate crop
nutrition at the right time by curbing nutrient leaching and
evaporation loss.
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Salient Features of Drip Irrigation System:

1. Sufficient amount of water is always
maintained in the root zone of the
plants.

2. Due to maintaining proper amount of
water and air in the ground through
this medium, the growth of the crop
remains fast and uniform.

3. In this method the crop is watered
every day or every other day.

4. Water is given to the crops very
slowly.
